Canadian Heritage provides financial support
for six projects by the Vietnamese Canadian Federation

Jean Augustine, Minister of State for Multiculturalism and Status of Women, visited the Vietnamese
Canadian Centre in Ottawa on May 4 to announce financial support for 6 projects by the Vietnamese
Canadian Federation (VCF) over the next 3 years. These projects consist of the following:

1. Building an electronic databank on the evolution of the Vietnamese community in Canada;
2. Undertaking a national study of the socio-economic integration of the Vietnamese community;

3. Organizing a national workshop in Ottawa in October 2005 on the achievements, opportunities, and
challenges faced by the Vietnamese community in Canada;

4. Designing and developing tools for community capacity building in the areas of leadership
development, project planning/management, media relations, and fund-raising strategies for VCF
members;

5. Undertaking a nation-wide study of the need to build community capacity through appropriate
organizational structures with a view to increasing community organizations’ efficiency and
effectiveness;

6. Organizing a national workshop in Winnipeg in March 2006 on organizational structures and training
sessions on community capacity building.

The total funding announced by the Minister was $233,000, including provisions for office rent
($630/month) and a part-time coordinator ($1,600/month) for 28 months; honoraria/salaries to be paid by
VCF and its member associations to professionals in the computer software, social work, political
science, or economics to undertake the survey, the study, and the preparation of the “self-help” manual;
organizing the two workshops; and VCF office expenses. The contribution from VCF amounts to
$31,100, including $8,800 in cash and $22,300 in-kind contribution by its volunteers.

The Executive Committee of VCF will organize a teleconference with its members associations across
Canada on Sunday, May 30 to discuss the implementation of the above projects.
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
